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With the expansion of the Dry Milling Ethanol Industry, there has been more availability of distillers grains for all stages of cattle production.  A majority of the cattle trials has concentrated on the feeding value of distillers grains in finishing diets.  There have been a few trials that have show you can successfully use distillers in creep feeds.  Also, distillers can be use as a supplementation in grazing and pen-fed roughage based diets.  In this type of supplementation, distillers ends up being a substitution for some of the forage in the diets, and results in improved gains and efficiencies.
