Analytical Challenges within the Market for U.S. Distillers’ Grains: Supply, Consumption, and Price Relationships 

Abstract

Growth in corn dry mill ethanol production surged in the past several years, simultaneously producing an excellent feed source, distillers’ spent grains.  Analytical challenges have occurred while providing consistent production, consumption, and price relationships of this new feed source.  A transparent methodology is provided that estimates both the production and consumption of U.S. distillers spent grains.  Estimates are provided of the actual and potential consumption of U.S. distillers’ spent grains by livestock/poultry species and of the substitution rate of this new feed source for corn and soybean meal by livestock/poultry species.  Price relationships between distillers’ spent grains, corn, and soybean meal are examined.
