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ABSTRACT
     The broiler industry has started using dried distillers grains with solubles (DDG’s), primarily corn DDG’s from the production of ethanol. Current inclusion of DDG’s in PPC diets average across all diets at around 5-6%.  Factors affecting their current or increased usage include availability, product consistency between and within plants, nutrient content and quality, handling issues, feed production issues and an overall perception that it is a by-product and a “negative” ingredient relative to problems in live production.  This presentation will address each of these factors and ways to improve the quality and use of DDG’s in broiler diets.
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
