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Mycotoxins are fungal metabolites that are associated with corn ear rot diseases and may be pathogenic for animals and humans.  When mycotoxin contaminated corn is processed into dried distiller’s grains, the mycotoxins can be concentrated and chemical testing is required to determine whether the mycotoxins exceed established guidance levels.  Available testing methods will be described, and the importance of proper sampling techniques will be discussed.  Data from the OISC new corn survey for the 2009 harvest will be presented.
